1st Lesson

1. Phrasal verbs


Introduction to Phrasal Verbs.

Phrasal verbs are very, very common in English, especially in informal spoken English.

In the writing, you see several examples of phrasal verbs.

· …and I don’t want to put off talking to you any longer.

· You could drop by and pick us up, or we can show up at your place…

What is a phrasal verb?

 It is a verb + a little word called a particle. The particle is a preposition or an adverb. These words in combination have a special meaning. 
Some examples are 

1. Look out                   be careful
2. Look at                      observe
3. Look after                 take care of
4. Turn down                reject; lower the volume, i. e, of a radio
5. Turn up                     suddenly appear: raise the volume
6. Turn over                  change from one side to another

· Each of these phrasal verbs has its own meaning.

Note that even when the verb itself can be the same (look, turn), the little  word that follows  it gives  the expressions its unique meaning.

[image: j0078711]You probably know many phrasal verbs already. Now you should also know how to construct these phrasal verbs.

First, let’s define two important words:  particle and object.


In grammar, the word particle can refer to the preposition or adverb that appears  in the phrasal verb. 

So in the examples above, out, at, after, down, up and over can be referred to as particles.

In grammar, the object is the word or phrase that receives the action of the verb or preposition


Here are some examples:

It’s important to know what the object is because you will have to place it either in the middle of the phrasal verb, or at the end of it.

Some phrasal verbs are separable. This means that you can separate  the verb and the particle with the objects:

· Please look this over
· Please pick us up.

· You can separate the verb and the particle only when the object is a pronoun. In fact, if the object is a pronoun, you must separate the two parts.

Ex:   Look it over.
  
However, if the object is a noun, it can go either between the two parts, or after the phrasal verb:

Ex:    Look this letter over
         Look over this letter

Some phrasal verbs are inseparable. This means that you  can never separate the verb and the particle.

Whether the object is a noun or a pronoun, it always comes after the particle. Look at this chart.

	Not all phrasal verbs can be separated.
Some phrasal verbs are inseparable.  With these verbs you cannot put the object  between the verbs and the particle, even when the object is a pronoun 

It is difficult to guess which phrasal verbs 
are separable and which are inseparable. It is a good idea to learn if a phrasal verb is separable or inseparable when you learn its meaning . 
A good dictionary will give you this information.
     


  
How do you know whether a phrasal verb is separable or inseparable? …….

As you gain vocabulary and hear various phrasal verbs, you will soon understand their meanings.

You can find out for sure by looking up the expressions  (looking it up) in a good dictionary for English language learners.

For your convenience, here are some separable and some inseparable phrasal verbs:

· What’s a clause?

A clause is a group of words with both a subject and a verb, such as these

· She smiled.
· When she smiled…

A main clause, or independent clause, is a complete sentences like this

· She smiled.

A dependent clause is not a complete sentence, like this:

· When she smiled…

A dependent clauses has to connect to an independent clause, like this:

· When she smiled, my whole world became complete.

We need to know this definition of a clause in order to refer to future time clauses:

A future time clause is a clause that begins with such words as when, before, after or as soon as, and refers to the future 

· In a future time clause, use the simple present tense (not the present progressive).
· Don’t use will or be going to in a future time clause.
· We often use will or be going in the main clause. Sometimes we need an imperative sentence.
· The time clause may come first in the sentence, or it may come second, as the examples in the chart show:
