· A determiner is a special class of small words, such as:
·  an article, (a, an, the)
· a possessive adjective (my, your, etc) or 
· a demonstrative (this, that, these, those).

· When the expression with “By” is changed in any way – adding plural ending, adding a possessive, etc - the idiomatic expression changes, and usually “by” is no longer used.

Determiners are important idiomatically. You say, for example, ”by car”, but “in a rented car”. You say “by plane”, but “in a small plane”. You say “by phone”, but “on the phone”. You say “by bus”, but “in tour buses”

1. The Passive Voice.
What is the passive voice?  As the word passive suggests, the subject of the sentence performs no action; it only receives the result of someone else's action. 

In the sentence above, the subject “I” (it's Dave who is speaking) doesn't do anything; however, he passively receives the result of an action: the hiring. 

The sentence can be changed to an active one. 

In an active sentence, the subject performs the action: 

· A local retail firm hired me. 

The local firm performs the action of hiring, and me, the object, receives the result. The chart below illustrates the active and the passive voice for this thought:

Another passive sentence:

· My job was eliminated. 

This means that something happened to the job. The job received the result of an action: eliminating. This sentence could also be in the active voice: 

· Somebody eliminated my job. 

In this active sentence, somebody performed the action of eliminating the job. The active and the passive are illustrated in this chart below:

· You can see that the two forms of the sentence have similar meanings, but they are not exactly the same.
· In each case, the subject has the most important emphasis of all the words in the sentence.

 In sentence (a), a local firm is more important than me.
 In sentence (b), I, is more important than the local firm. 

Likewise, in sentence (c), somebody is more important than my job, and in sentence (d), my job has the emphasis. 

Why do we choose the passive voice sometimes? The chart below explains:

	· Use the passive when the person who performed the action is obvious. In example “b” it is obvious that farmers  are the people who grow the wheat.

	d) The computer is protected from electrical damage by an special grounding plug.
e) The proposal was rejected by the people of king county in last night’s vote. 
	· The passive is more formal than the active. It is more common in writing, especially in scientific and technical reports, and in newspapers articles. It is less common in conversation.

2. Using “By” with the Passive Voice.

In the video related to this lesson (Larousse Advanced, Unit 8, lesson 2), Steve and Dave use sentences with passive verbs several times, in sentences like these: 

· A:  Well, I've been assigned to a market research team. 

· B:  We were really impressed by all the concerts, exhibitions and                                             
          festivals... 
Notice that sentence B has a by-phrase.
In passive sentences, this phrase is used to indicate who or what performed the action. This information is sometimes important. 

In sentence A above, the only important action is that Dave has been assigned to a market research team.
 The person or people who assigned him are not important, so he doesn't use a by-phrase. 

In contrast, in sentence B above, it is very important to Steve to mention what impressed him, so he uses a by-phrase: by all the concerts, exhibitions and festivals. 
As in sentence A above, passive sentences do not usually have a by-phrase.
 It is not known or not important to mention exactly who or what performs the action.
 However, in sentence B, it is very important to state what impressed Steve; otherwise, the thought would not be complete. 

Note that if the person or people who perform the action are obvious, the by-phrase is not used.
 The brackets below indicate that the phrase within them doesn't belong in the sentence: 

· Coffee is grown [by coffee growers] in hot climates. 
[image: j0079197]
· (Coffee growers are the logical people to grow coffee.) 

· Portuguese is spoken in Brazil [by people]. 

    (It's logical that people speak a language.) 

· The mail will be delivered tomorrow as usual [by our regular mail carrier]. 

       (Of course the regular mail carrier delivers the mail.) 



However: 

· The mail will be delivered tomorrow by a substitute mail carrier.
  
       (In this case, the regular mail carrier will not deliver the mail—a substitute will.   
         This is unusual, so it is logical to mention it.) 

· The package will be sent by special air courier. 

        (It is important to note that the package is coming not in the normal, slow way   
         but in a special, faster way.) 


· English is not spoken by some Native American people in Alaska.

 (English is spoken by most people in Alaska, but not by this particular group.) You will find illustrations of the passive voice with and without the by-phrase in this chart: 

	EXAMPLES

In most situations where the passive is used, the “By” phrase (the agent) is understood and therefore is not used.

You can include the agent ( the person who performs the action) with a   by-  phrase  if that information is important.
It is important to include the agent:
· when new information is added, (Example c, second sentence)
· With proper names or famous people (Examples d and e)
· When the agent’s identity is surprising or unexpected (Example f)
