1. Adjectives Ending in –ING  and –ED.
Adjectives that end ‘-ed’ (e.g. ‘bored’, ‘interested’) and adjectives that end ‘-ing’ (e.g. ‘boring’, ‘interesting’) are often confused.
1.1  -ed adjectives
Adjectives that end ‘-ed’ describe emotions – they tell us how people feel about something.
· The -ed form is the past participle of regular verbs. If the verb has an irregular past participle, then that form is used, as in the third example. 

Besides describing people, you can describe things, too, with the past participle.

 An event happens and affects something. This event causes a certain condition in that thing: 

	[image: PE01692_]EVENT: Someone locks the door. 
CONDITION: The door is locked. 
The meetings took place behind locked doors.
	EVENT: Someone breaks a chair. 
CONDITION: The chair is broken. 
Take the broken chair to the carpenter



 Some other irregular past participles that are frequently used to describe things are: 
 given, grown, spoken, stolen, upset and written. 

A good rule to follow in choosing the right ending is to ask: 

	

What are we describing? 

	a. a thing or a person that affects other people or things 
b. a person's state of mind—mental or emotional—that has been affected 
c. a thing that has been affected

1.2   -ing adjectives
Adjectives that end ‘-ing’ describe the thing that causes the emotion – a boring lesson makes you feel bored.
Examples:
· Have you seen that film? It’s absolutely terrifying.
· I could listen to him for hours. He’s one of the most interesting people I’ve ever met.
· I can’t eat this! It’s disgusting! What is it?

Pay attention to the following sentences:

· Her energy is amazing. 
· The story is shocking, but true. 
· I went to the dealership...but the sticker prices are depressing. 

The -ing ending on this kind of adjective describes a quality of something or someone that comes from the verb. 

· Her energy is amazing. 

Furthermore, this quality causes people to feel a certain way. Since her energy is amazing, it causes people to be amazed. Note that amazed is the past participle of the verb amaze.

· It is used here as an adjective. 

Similarly, if the story is shocking, it shocks people, and causes them to be shocked, as illustrated below:

The story 
is shocking
.-->The story 
shocks
 people.--> The people are 
shocked.
 
)


From these sentences, you can understand that depressing sticker prices depress people, and that the people are depressed.

 Following this pattern, a frightening movie frightens people, and causes them to be frightened.

 An understanding teacher understands her students, and the students are understood, and so on. 

Pay special attention to past participles used as adjectives, such as: 

a. I'm constantly amazed at what she can do in a day. 
b. You won't be depressed after you hear this! 
c. He was really shocked when he crashed into a ditch on the side of the road. 
Notice that in these sentences, the subject receives the action of the verb, and so, in a sense, takes on a passive meaning. Here are a few more examples of this kind of past participle used as an adjective

1. [image: j0078711]The children were very tired. (Something tired the children.) 
2. Two very tired children are asleep in the back of the car. 
3. The employees are insured. (Someone insured the employees.) 
4. As an insured employee, you don't have to worry about medical expenses. 
5. The people were chosen. (Someone chose the people.) 
6. Only the chosen people were allowed to cultivate the land. 
Remember that people can be boring but only if they make other people feel bored.

An embedded question is a question that is included inside another question or statement. The important thing here is word order. They are common after introductory phrases, such as:
	I wonder
Could you tell me
Do you know
I'd like to know
Could you tell me

	I'm not sure 
Can you remember
Let's ask
We need to find out
Would you mind explaining

The first two examples contain an embedded question. The word order for an embedded question is subject and then verb.

[image: BD05615_]Frequently, you may see many instances of a preposition coming right after a verb, in sentences like these: 

a) Every year U.S. retailers hope for dramatic increases in consumer  spending during      
a. the  holiday season. 

b) In fact, the retailers depend on these holiday sales to boost their  yearly  profits. 

There are many prepositions that go with certain verbs.
 
a) These verbs must be connected to the noun or gerund that follows by one (or occasionally by two) special prepositions. 
In sentence a above, it is impossible to say: hope to dramatic increases, or hope about dramatic increases or use hope with any other preposition before a noun. The same is true for sentence b, “Depend”  must be followed by on (or upon), but not by , of or with or any other preposition. 

Note that when there is a preposition, it introduces a noun, a noun phrase or a gerund. 

As you have probably noticed, a preposition does not always come after a verb. Some verbs are intransitive, or are followed by another verb, or take an object immediately. Occasionally, there are alternative forms for the verb + preposition. 
For example, in sentence a above, it would also be correct to say: 
· hope to have dramatic increases, as well as 
· hope for dramatic increases.

[image: j0079232]    “A scientific discovery is often made long before someone is able to put it to use. For example, scientists discovered how to split atoms decades before the invention of the atomic bomb and the use of atomic power to produce electricity. But sometimes discovery and invention happen at the same time, as occurred more than thirty years ago with the discovery of coherent light and the invention of the laser.

      The word laser stands for “light amplification by stimulated emission of radiation“. To many people lasers are very mysterious, but a laser is simply a device that produces a very strong light. The light from a laser is called coherent light because it is light that moves in only one direction. In contrast, incoherent light , like the light from the sun or a light bulb, moves away from its source in all directions, so its strength is very spread out. The light from a laser, moving in only one direction and concentrated in a narrow beam, is much stronger.

     Laser light is created by a process called stimulated emission. In this process, the atoms of a certain substance, such as a crystal or a gas, are excited in such a way that they produce coherent light. A person working with a laser can aim this coherent light, called a laser beam, in any direction.

     As soon as the laser was developed, scientists began thinking of practical applications for it. One of the earliest uses was to make extremely precise measurements of distance and speed. For example, the distance to the moon was measured to within a foot, and the speed of light was measured to within a thousandth of a mile per second. As time passed, many more applications for the laser were developed. “
